5 round “same score” cycle 
 

The winner of a game gains 2 score, the loser 0; 
After 5 rounds a player’s total score is calculated as: 
the player’s score + the sum of his opponents’ score / (the highest score / 2) 
The player with the highest total score is the title winner. 
 

*Team Score: the sum of the total score of all the team members. There is no separate 
team match. 

 
 
Time – 45 min each, Byo Yomi – 25 stones in 10 min., Komi – 6.5 
 
Handicap – No handicap for divisions A and B, for divisions C to E it is set to 1 less than rating 
difference.
